He walked over to investigate and found
Helmut Kihzel operating the controls of aradio
controlled glider. He was hooked, bought, a kit,
and radio, and learned to fly, with many crashes.
Eric isamaster craftsman. Prior to retirement
Eric worked for Okanagan Helicopters, asa
precision sheet metal worker where he carried
out the most complex tasks. He applied the same
skill and dedication to both his building and
flying which he loved.

His model aircraft are built with precision,
second to none. This shows most with his scale
gliders where the fuselage shape consists of
many smooth the dimension curves. The skin
was made of many small thin plywood pieces
each of when steam to shape in dozens of
separate handmade jigs. Thefinal result was a
perfectly smooth seamless true to scale fuselage.
In prior to the 1982 Tournament his competition
glider was destroyed in a crash. His only back up
was a Gentle Lady, which he quickly modified.
In the Tournament he topped the field of 40
pilots, of the then state of the art glidersto
become the first Canadian to win the NWSS
Tournament with his Gentle Lady.
